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Local Government joins fight against Serrated Tussock
Council members from the Corangamite and Port Phillip shires are working with Department of Primary Industries staff to ensure a collaborative approach to tackling serrated tussock issues and management. 

DPI Serrated Tussock Partnerships Officer Kellie Hose said DPI staff and Victorian Serrated Tussock Working Party members have had several meetings with council members in recent months to discuss tussock management issues.

“These meetings give DPI staff an opportunity to gain a greater understanding of the issues councils are addressing within their shire, and to keep members up-to-date with current management plans and information.
“Serrated tussock is a serious agricultural weed in many council shires and an emerging weed in others, making it important to continue to develop new strategies and build on the good work that many stakeholders are achieving.

“Council members attending the meetings have agreed that they are a positive tool and a good chance to collaborate”, said Ms Hose.
“The meetings will continue on a regular basis, and will ensure a strong partnership is formed between state and local government and the Serrated Tussock Working Party.
